Our Adult Spiritual Journey . . . An Adventure with God!  
I grew up in the Church, as an active member, teaching Church School, active as 

a volunteer and on Vestry. Yet I had not thought about faith as a spiritual journey, 
with times of trial and times of joy, times of feeling close to God and times of not 
understanding God at all.  

As I got older and had different experiences, I found that the faith that I had 
developed as a child and even as a young adult was not answering all my questions.  I 
had doubts. I found that there are so many theologians and writers and “plain folk” 
who have followed the path of getting to know God better. And they have followed 
the path of letting God know them as well. These are the “saints” who light our path.  

I was so relieved to find out that “wrestling with Scripture” is an old and sacred 
form of prayer. Miraculously, it is alright to disagree with what I think God wants or 
is saying!  And, even better, it is ok and even encouraged to tell God exactly what I 
think! God is big enough to take all my questions and all my doubts. And, I found, 
that as I do this, and take the chance to journey honestly with God, my faith 
continues to grow and change and mature!  

We each have a spiritual journey. We each have a relationship with God. This 
relationship is ours to notice, to enjoy, and to cultivate. God loves us beyond our 
imagining, before we do anything and despite anything we have done. And God 
wants nothing more than for us to notice our relationship, to hold onto Jesus’ hand 
and to allow the power of the Holy Spirit to heal us.  

You may have heard these words in my sermon on August 1, 2010.You may ask, 
“Why would we want something more – if we already come to church regularly?”   

The answer is this – our relationship is with a living God. It is made in community 
and supported in community but it also has to be personal. As we change and grow, so 
our relationship with God needs to change and grow over time. We have to nurture 
our relationship with God. We have to be intentional about keeping the relationship 
going.  So how do we get close to God? One way is spend time with God in prayer, in 
study, in Holy reading, nourished by our common life of worship and Sacrament.  

At St. John’s this fall there are many chances to pursue our spiritual journey. The 
adult spiritual journey workshop is just such a place. This is where we can ask the 
questions we are too afraid, or too embarrassed, or too shy to ask. Every Sunday in 
October between 9:00 a.m. - 10:00 a.m. we will explore the faith, starting with what 
does it mean to be an Episcopalian, then what does it mean to be a Christian and 
what does it mean to be a member of this parish?  

On October 16 a women’s retreat from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m will allow us time 
to reflect on our spiritual journey in the light of the women saints in the windows of 
St. John’s.  

I invite you all to take the time to cultivate your relationship with God this fall in 
one of the many ways we are offering at St. John’s this fall.

Consecration Sunday Is Coming On November 7 
Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical perspective do not view the money Christians give to 

their church merely as a way to pay its bills. Rather, such congregations see financial contributions as a way to help people grow 
spiritually in their relationship with God by supporting their church’s mission and ministry with a percentage of their incomes. 

Our Stewardship committee has again for a second year, selected the New Consecration Sunday Stewardship Program 
as a way to teach the biblical and spiritual principles of generous giving in our stewardship education emphasis this year. 

New Consecration Sunday is based on the biblical philosophy of the need of the giver to give for his or her own spiritual 
development, rather than on the need of the church to receive. Instead of treating people like members of a social club who should 
pay dues, we will treat people like followers of Jesus Christ who want to give unselfishly as an act of discipleship. New 
Consecration Sunday encourages people toward proportionate and systematic giving in response to the question, “What 
percentage of my income is God calling me to give?”  

During morning worship on Consecration Sunday, we are asking our attendees and members to make their financial 
commitments to our church’s missionary, benevolent, and educational ministries in this community and around the world. 

Every attendee and member who completes an Estimate of Giving Card does so voluntarily by attending morning worship 
on Consecration Sunday. We urge people to attend who feel strongly opposed to completing a card. The procedure is done in such 
a way that no one feels personal embarrassment if he or she chooses not to fill out a card. 

We will do no home solicitation to ask people to complete cards. During morning worship our guest leader will conduct a 
brief period of instruction and inspiration, climaxed by members making their commitments as a confidential act of worship. 

We will encourage participation in Consecration Sunday events through the Consecration Sunday team and parish 
leaders. Since we will make no follow-up visits to ask people to complete their cards, we will make every effort to inform, inspire, 
and commit everyone to attend Consecration Sunday worship.
